ACE RULES: 10km Run/Walk

No personal seconding permitted except at official refreshment stations.

The time limit is 120 minutes. Cut off 09h30.

Licensed runners should run in club colours and licences valid for 2025 must be worn on the front and back of the
vest or purchase a temporary licence to be worn on the front of the vest. Temporary licences will be available at
registration. When registering, participants must complete and hand in the tear-off strip from the number in order
to be eligible to compete.

7. Teams prizes: Only South African Citizens are eligible and must wear full club colours and run with a permanent
licence number.

8. Temporary licensed runners to wear plain clothing, no advertising.

9. Age category tags must be worn (front & back) and be visible for the entire race to be eligible for any age category
prizes including Juniors.

10. No race numbers will be issued.

11. The use of music players with headphones is not allowed and may result in disqualification.

12. Entry cards must be carried throughout the race and handed in at the finish.
